Judge Ron Ware denied
attempts Thursday to have
Judge Wilford Carter
removed from 13 cases being
handled here by the Attorney
General’s Office.

The ruling came after a
daylong hearing that was at
times so contentious that it
appeared two attorneys
involved might come to
blows.

Ware called a five-minute
recess at one point during the

~morning session to give attor-
neys time to cool off. Later, a
defense attorney asked that a
bailiff re-enter the courtroom
because he felt threatened by
a prosecutor.

When the hearing con-
cluded, Ware said insufficient
evidence had been presented
